Who have declared that today, the 10th of March, 1849,
they will sell at public auction to the highest bidder differ-
properties {buildings) that belonged to them which are located
on the bank (ban) of Ellingen and another on in the neighbor-
hood of that one with the following conditions:

l- Those buildings will be sold and the guarantee of fact
and of right such as they actially aree—franc and free of all
debt or second mortgage (lien).

2- The one who buys it will be able to take over and
use it right away and that persom will pay the taxes the next
lst of January.

3- The full price will be divided into 4 equal payments:
the first one will be the first of next November (1849), the
second will be November 1, 1850 etc. s 8ll of this with in-
terest of 54 a year——without any restrietions starting todsy
until the payment is final, and it will be capitalizgzed on if
payment is not made.

4- The first year the one who bought the property will
pay the estate lawyer and auctioneer 10 cents on each franc,

5- And in two monts, starting today, will be paid the
right of registration, stamps, and trauseript, the certificate
which will be asked for and 72 posters (¥); if you delay or

6- All these payments will be made in gold or silver
into the hand of the notary which was assigned (Jean Pierre
Ledure); this person will receive payments without being able
to revoke or make any chamges in the agreement; he is author-
ized to pursue the buyer who would be late in their payment;
he does not have to take into account whether they are able
to pay———they must pay.

7= In the case that the buyer would neglect to pay the
price that it went for with accessories and interest (as
agreed upon at the time of sale), then it would be sold with-
out being necessary to tell the buyer as stete in Civil Code
1656, They can just go ahead and sell the property. The
lawyer who receives the payment would be authorized to proceed
with the resale of the buildings (property). If it has to be
resold for less than the original price the buyer will have
to make up the difference,

8- The new (second) buyer will be required at the time
of sale to produce a good e and be solvent and hold firm

to the conditions.
